The northern half of the site has 2 x
narrow areas that are classed as
low flood risk from surface water,
including a section of open
watercourse, but with a carefully
considered surface water drainage
plan, with adequate drainage
mitigation, development of this site
could reduce any surface water
flood risk within it.

The proposed development site has
an incline of approx. 5m over an
average distance of approx. 40m,
falling from east to west, from the
rear of Slaidburn Ave towards
Burnley Rd.

The south boundary, rear of
Whalley Dr to the rear of Burnley
Rd, has a narrow area that is
classed as low flood risk from
surface water. With a carefully
considered surface water drainage
plan, with adequate drainage
mitigation, development of this site
could reduce any surface water
flood risk within it as well as any
threat to properties at the rear of
Burnley Rd.

As Slaidburn Ave/Whalley Dr are
uphill of the site, on the east
boundary, surface water flooding
issues will likely still exist after
development.
